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RaiseRight 

 

MPCC participates in a gift card program called RaiseRight (historically called SCRIP). This program 

allows you to purchase gift cards that you might need or regularly use and depending on the vendor 

contract with this program, a percentage of that gift card purchase goes into your “account.” You can 

then designate those funds to be transferred to an individual’s mission trip.

Tips for Fundraising 

 
Reminder Notes: 

 

• Funds can be donated electronically via Service Reef OR by check made out to MPCC or Mount 

Pleasant Christian Church. 

• We do NOT take cash donations for Mission trips. 

• Please distribute blue collection envelopes or collect checks and put them in a blue mission 

envelope. Turn these in to your team leader, front desk, or drop them in a collection box. 

• We MUST have an email address for each donor in order for them to receive donation receipts 

and year end reports. These receipts and reports are generated automatically by the Service Reef 

software. 

 

Reasons people give 

 

1. THEY FEEL INFORMED  

Why are you going? How will the money be used? How can others become involved? How do you 

expect to grow spiritually? 

1. THEY BELIEVE THEIR GIFT WILL CHANGE LIVES 

What’s the Kingdom benefit? Will the unsaved hear the Gospel? Will God’s be done? 

2. THEY FEEL VALUABLE TO YOUR MISSION TRIP 

Plan to communicate with them often. Consider how dependent you are on their prayers and 

support. 

 

Before you personalize your Service Reef Mission page or write your Letter, remember: 

 

1. PRESENTATION MATTERS 

What would get your attention? Maybe it’s not a typical letter format. Maybe it’s inside a greeting 

card with a clever message. Or maybe you get super creative and create a personal video letter. 

Whatever you do, think outside the box. 

2. INVEST YOUR TIME 

People can tell when you’ve spent time on your letter and put thought into it. So, go after a quality 

letter and people will notice; your return will be worth it. 

3. MAKE IT PERSONAL 

Tailor the letter to the people you are writing to. Generic mass mailings won’t necessarily work. Be 

sure you don’t send letters to people you barely know.

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1. Try to come up with 100 names first. Just write them down during this step. 

Who’s on your list? Use discretion when contacting people you don’t know well enough and/or 

when choosing to contact church leaders. 

2. Make it a goal to send at least half of your letters to people who aren’t church members. 

3. Make sure you send letters to people with whom you have personal relationships. They’ll be much 

more likely to support you. 

4. Include both Christians and non-Christians. Even though it’s through a church, you will be pleasantly 

surprised at how many non-Christians choose to support a worthy cause.  

TIP 1: Limit your letter to one page separated into paragraphs.  

TIP 2: Consider including some photos. 

 

It doesn’t stop with a received donation… 

 

1. What can you do to keep the momentum going and your message in front of your supporters? 

Maybe meet one or two friends for coffee to talk one on one. Ask them to give money in place of 

birthday, Christmas, wedding gifts, etc. Invite them to a yard sale to raise funds, or even a trip 

location themed dinner you’re hosting. The ideas are endless!  

 

2. Send thank you notes once your supporters have contributed financially or committed to prayer. 

Send additional notes or emails before and after the trip. 

 

3. Also consider sending follow-up letters. Share with your supporter what God did on your trip. Be 

sure to include pictures. Your supporters will love it.  

 

4. Post your Story on Service Reef and share that page. It’s simple and a quick way to add photos and 

journal entries and share them electronically.
